TASK 1
Open a Java Integrated Development Environment (IDE). 
Write a program that prompts a user to enter two sides of a triangle (base and height). The program then calculates and displays the area of the triangle.
	Area = ½ base*height.

TASK 2
Open a C program development software. 
Write a program in C language that prompts a user to enter 10 integers and stores them in an array. The program then calculates and displays the sum of only the even numbers entered.
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
