TASK 1 									(20 marks)
Perform crossover cable Termination
1. Prepare the cable for termination
2. Make one end to T568A color coding, place and crimp the connector.
3. Make the other end to T568B color coding, place and crimp the connector.
4. Test the cable

TASK 2
Design a peer-to-peer network						 (5 marks)
1. Sketch on paper a network diagram for a peer-to-peer network connecting two computers directly.
2. Label one computer with IP address 192.168.1.1 and the other computer with IP address 192.168.1.2. 
3. Use labels to indicate connecting media.

TASK 3
Set up a peer to peer network							(14 marks)	
1. Identify all the requirements needed for  a peer to peer network set up	
2. Set the name of the first computer to CDACC1 and the second computer to CDACC2
3. Set  physical connectivity using the crossover cable you made
4. Configure IP settings. Use IP Address 192.168.1.1, Subnet Mask 255.255.255.0 for the first computer and IP Address 192.168.1.2, Subnet Mask 255.255.255.0 for the second computer.

1. Test the network connection using PING Utility
2. Check Network Configuration using windows network and sharing center
TASK 5										(10 marks)
Share files over the network
1. Create a folder named Kenya and Share it across the network.
2. View and access the folder from the other computer in the network.
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
