· Washed hands following hand washing technique:
· Wet hands with water;
· Apply enough soap to cover all hand surfaces;
· Rub hands palm to palm
· Right palm over left dorsum with interlaced fingers and vice versa;
· Palm to palm with fingers interlaced;
· Backs of fingers to opposing palms with fingers interlocked;
· Rotational rubbing of left thumb clasped in right palm and vice versa;
· Rotational rubbing, backwards and forwards with clasped fingers of right hand in left palm and vice versa;
· Rinse hands with water;
· Dry hands thoroughly with a single use towel;
· Use towel to turn off faucet; hands upwards, so water drip from flexed elbow
· Repeat the sequence above 2-3 times

	Demonstrated gowning technique as follows;
· Checked drapes, towels and table covers
· Picked the gown and stepped back from package to an unobstructed area to maintain sterility
· Held folded gown at neckline carefully
· Held the inner front of gown below neckline, unfolded gown carefully. Didn’t touch outside of gown.
· Held hands at shoulder level, slipped arms holes simultaneously.
